Examples include the Android onscreen
keyboard that always listens for incoming messages. Above each service,
one or more gray bars show what processes the running service needs and
how much memory they're using (how much memory you would recover
if you stopped the service). Depending on the service, when you touch it
in the list it either opens a dialog in which you can stop it or opens its
Settings screen.

Storage use

Touch to view storage used by applications.

Development

The Development screen contains settings that are useful for developing
Android applications. For full information, including documentation of the
Android applications and development tools, see the Android developer
web site (http://developer.android.com).
